If it is not already done, please map your K: drive on your workstation to KIPHS.

Do This:
<double-click>  My Computer 

<double-click>  K: Drive.  

<double-click>  Setup folder.

The installation program is initiated by running the insclient.bat batch file.  Double click this file to run the program.
Do This:

<double-click>  Insclient.bat.

<click>  Next.  
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3.
You will now see the Shared Network Installation Utility screen.  

Do This:

Enter c:\temp for your working directory.

<click>  Finish.
4. You may be prompted to restart your computer.  If 
you get this message it is recommended that you do 
so.

5. After restarting or closing the installation application, 
remove the old KIPHS Icon from your computer 
desktop.

Do This:

<right click> on old KIPHS Icon

<click> delete

<click> ok

6. Locate PHClinic icon on your desktop.

Do This:

<double-click> PhClinic icon.

If you receive a connection string error, see note “A” below.

If you receive any other error, see note “B” below.

At prompt, either import settings.txt from k:\source or manually type in parameters:

· Database Connect:  -db kiphs –N TCP –H <server IP> –S 4000 –ld kiphs 

· Source Directory:  k:\source

Do This:

<click> OK

B.
Check your desktop for KIPHS client icon.

Do This:

<right-click>  KIPHS icon.

Choose properties.  

Check the “Target”. 

It should be k:\DLC91\bin\prowin32.exe –p k:\source\kiphs.p.  

“Start in” should be c:\temp.  

Once verified,

Do This:

<click> OK.

Note: Windows 7 64bit

If you receive an error opening PROMSGS when executing the PHClinic shortcut:

1. Go to Start, right-click Computer, select Properties

2. Click Advanced System Settings and click the Environment Variables button on the Advanced tab

3. Check the System Variables browser in the bottom browser on the Environment Variables screen for a variable named DLC

4. If there is no DLC environment variable, click New under the System Variables browser and enter DLC in the Variable Name and the path to the DLC91 installation in the Variable Value. For a standalone installation, the variable value will usually be c:\kiphs\kiphsdbs\DLC91. 
You have now completed the PHClnic workstation installation process. Logon to PHClinic and verify your site information. Once verified, your installation is complete.
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
