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Overview:


This instruction sheet will walk you through the steps to download the KALHD HL7 Webinars, unzip the files and run the webinar recordings.
Note: Prior to downloading the webinars, create a folder to save them to and run them from. In My Computer or Windows Explorer, right-click on the drive you want to create the folder in and select New – Folder. Enter the folder name you want to use, and then click outside of the open box around the folder name to close it.

Go to www.kiphs.com and <click> the New – HL7 Webinars link in the index on 

the left.

<Click> the link for the webinar you wish to download, or <click> All Webinar 


Recordings to download a file containing all the webinars.

Select Save on the File Download screen and locate the folder you created to 

save the webinars in then click Save on the Save As screen.



Note: the files are zipped and the file name ends with the .zip file extension.

<Click> Close on the Download Complete screen.

Locate the folder you saved the file(s) in 




If your Operating System is Windows XP - right-click on the .zip file and select 

Extract All. <Click> Next on the Extraction Wizard screen then select a folder to 

extract the files to and <click> Next then Finish.



If your Operating System is Windows 7 – right-click on the .zip file and select 7Zip – 

Extract Files then <click> Ok on the Extract screen.

Once the files are extracted, you should have a Documents folder that contains documents associated with the webinar recording. You should also have a folder containing the recording.
To view the webinar recording

Double-click the Index.htm file, this should open your web browser with the recording.




Note: If your Internet Explorer has a yellow bar across the top showing blocked content, you will need to right-click on the bar and select Allow Blocked Content to view the webinar.

Place your cursor at the bottom of the browser to view controls to start, stop, pause and adjust the volume.
